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SOCIAL NETWORK ANALYSIS
Introduction:
The purpose of this course is to give graduate students in the social and behavioral sciences a better understanding of how social network analysis has been used to study a variety of social behaviors and institutional processes.  More specifically, we want to identify the key network concepts that have been used by social and behavioral scientists, describe the ways in which they've been operationalized in empirical research, evaluate their contribution to the understanding of substantive problems in sociology and administrative science in particular, and critique their use.  This course cannot cover all the work that has been done in the social and behavioral sciences in the network tradition.  The literature is too massive.  So we will focus on the work done in sociology.  Nonetheless, the course will be useful for those who wish to learn more about social network analysis and some of its applications.

Soc 527 (this course) and Soc 526 (Research Methods in Social Network Analysis) are often offered in alternate years.  Students may, if they want, take both courses for credit, in either order.  Soc 526 concerns qualitative and quantitative methods for researching social networks.  Soc 527 touches upon methods, for the newbies, but focuses more on substantive problems in the social and behavioral sciences where networks analysis has made some contribution.
Format:
For the first twelve weeks the format for the seminar is straightforward.  Students are expected to do all the readings beforehand.  The instructor will give some background on the topics and some of his own opinions on the readings.  Students will be assigned who will prepare one page summaries of the readings and lead the discussion on that reading for the class.  Each student will present three readings during the semester.  The first 90 minutes will be spent discussing substantive work; we’ll take a ten minute break; and the last 50 minutes will be devoted to methodological issues.  I will give you exercises but they will not be graded.  Even students who took Soc 526 usually find the methods discussion useful.
All students are required to write a research proposal, e.g., for an M.A. paper, a dissertation, or an article.  This means that you will need to propose a research question, give an answer based on theory and research in a substantive area of your choosing, describe the data you will collect, and describe how you will analyze them.  The paper should be twelve pages of text.  No more; no less.  (It’s a good exercise in self-discipline.)  In addition to the 12 pages, you can have tables and figures, an abstract, a list of references, but no appendices.    
On February 15th students need to turn in a paper abstract at the beginning of class. The abstract should be 250 words in length (no more than one page double spaced).  It is likely that I will reject the first draft of the abstract, so be ready to revise quickly so your paper topic can be approved before spring break.  It will not be graded.  On February 22nd and March 1st students will make mini-presentations (5 minutes long) on their papers.
Students will make a power-point presentation of their proposal on the last day of class (April 26th).  The presentation should be fifteen minutes long (similar to a conference presentation) and then five minutes of Q&A.  You will be graded on the presentation (and being able to finish on time).
On April 26th, the last day of class, the final draft of the paper is due.  Please submit a paper and e-copy.  
On April 26th you will be given a take-home final exam to complete.  The exam will cover substantive (not methodological) material on the syllabus.  It will be due on Monday, May 7th at 5:00 PM.  You will be asked to answer three out of four questions and you will be limited to 500 words per answer.  You are to turn in an e-copy by the deadline and the instructor would appreciate a paper copy as well in his mailbox sometime on Monday.  
Students can request an incomplete if the circumstances dictate, however, you will have to give a credible excuse.

In summary, your grade will be based on the three presentations/essays (30% or 10% each), the paper presentation (10%), the research paper (40%) and final exam (20%).  

Finally, while attendance is optional, the instructor would prefer that you told him ahead of time that you will be missing a class.
